Impact report

Purpose 

The purpose of this report is to report on the progress made against key areas identified in the Pupil Premium Strategic Plan 2018-2019 and indicate the impact of actions taken in helping disadvantaged pupils to overcome the identified barriers to their progress.
To continue to further improve the effective use of Pupil Premium funding and therefore increase the life chances and opportunities for vulnerable pupils, ensuring that actions are sharply focused and interventions targeted.
COVID Update

Due to the changes to educational provision caused by the COVID-19 pandemic the detail in this Pupil Premium strategy have been subject to review since April 2020. Our use of the funding has been adapted to meet students’ needs as they have arisen, whilst maintaining where possible the principles outlined in this document, and in others related to the PPG.

During the pandemic the following key steps have been taken to ensure that ‘disadvantaged’ pupils’ barriers to learning will continue to be overcome wherever possible:

· Step 1 - Children attended school or access blended learning
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· Step 2 - Ensuring children have the correct tools to complete home learning

· Step 3 - Family support through home visits etc

Target 1 – Quality of teaching for all
 Quality First teaching and targeted interventions as a result of effective and rigorous tracking has been key to improving the EoEYFS scores for PP children as well as those across the school. This has provided a solid basis of basic skills for PP children to build upon through future years. Introduction of pre and post teaching has had a positive impact on self-esteem and academic ability.

A rigorous program of staff CPD for all staff has seen training for teachers and LSPs in areas across the curriculum has focused on developing our curriculum. Subject leads have worked with SIL and Rudston Curriculum Lead to map out the intent, implementation and impact of our curriculum. This was planned to be in place for September 2020 howeber this has been delayed as a result of school closure due to COIVID-19 pandemic.  The aim was to provide our children with a broad and balanced curriculum offering children many chances for trips and activities that enhance the curriculum and their life opportunities. Joint moderation with local schools has supported all staff in have a clear understanding of GD in core areas to ensure accurate assessment but also in delivering focused and challenging teaching to all abilities.

4 specialist teacher (Spanish Y2-Y6, Art- whole school, P.E. – whole school and Science – whole school) have been deployed across year groups as appropriate. This deployment has enhanced the provision delivered to all children but has greatly improved the engagement and motivation of PP children. 

Target 2 – Targeted support
Staff phonics training has been delivered to all EYFS and KS 1 teachers and LSPs to ensure high quality phonics delivery.

Deployment of LSPs across the school was planned to ensure skilled intervention where available to all children with additional support for PP children in terms of wellbeing interventions where required.

Target 3 – Other Approaches

Forest school provision continues to have a positive impact on children’s attitudes to learning and self-esteem. Forest school along with AoB has provided support which has enabled children to be ready to learn.

Stepping Forward has been in high demand for support for social and emotional issues. The success of this intervention can be seen in the reduction of behaviour and playground incidents recorded once a child has completed the program

During the pandemic school closures between March 2020 – July 2020 the focus of our PPG strategy shifted to provide support for our PP children and families.
